	Goal:
	To write an compare and contrast essay that considers the intertextuality of “Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock” by T.S. Eliot and “Sundays of Satin-Legs Smith” by Gwendolyn Brooks
*Read the two poems carefully. Complete a  SPOTTTS or TPCASTT analysis of each poem. 

Consider such elements as speaker, diction, imagery, syntax, tone, and allusions, and write a well-organized essay in which you compare and contrast the meaning of both poems and how the poets use these literary elements to convey meaning.



	Role:
	Literary theorist


	Audience:
	You are writing to an audience of educated adults who are interested in literature


	Situation:
	You will engage in the writing process: drafting, revising, editing, and polishing. You should have SPOTTS/TPCASTT, freewrites, mind maps, outlines, drafts, and notes in your Writer’s Notebook. The first full draft, the final draft, and a possible subsequent revision and reflection must all be submitted to turnitin.com by 8:00 am on the due date. 


	Product:
	750-1250 word analytical argumentative essay 

First draft
Peer review – self review and one peer review. Answer all given questions and write comments/line edits.
Final Draft

Reflection – What revisions did you make from the first draft to the final draft. Be specific.


	Standards:
	Your essay should be typed in a standard 12-point font, double spaced, and formatted according to MLA guidelines. Your writing will be assessed using the AP Essay Rubric. 
1. First draft + SWOQ reflection (outline in Writer’s Notebook) is due Thursday, February 26th at 8:00am. The first draft must be a complete essay and at least the length of the expected final draft. S = strengths, W = weaknesses, O = opportunities, Q = questions
Peer review protocol will take place Thursday, February 26. Please bring 3 hard copies with you to class. You will present your SWOQ to your peers to set the stage for your peers and help them to provide useful feedback. If you would like additional feedback from me, you will need to schedule a writing conference during study hall/appointment hours.
2. Type the SWOQ + 2 next steps  you will take (these should be “takeaways” from the peer review process) and submit/upload to Turnitin by Friday, February 27th at 1:45 p.m.
