	Goal:
	To write an interpretation of The Remains of the Day by Kazuo Ishiguro that is based on a careful observation of textual details, considering such elements as structure, style, diction, tone, reliability of narrator, and themes.
*Your essay needs to address the WHAT (overall meaning of the work as a whole) and the HOW (literary elements) the author conveys meaning. In other words, your writing must explain HOW “the structure renders [WHAT] meaning.”

	Student of literature


	Audience:
	You are writing to an audience of educated adults who are interested in literature


	Situation:
	You will engage in the writing process: drafting, revising, editing, and polishing. You should have freewrites, mind maps, outlines, drafts, and notes in your Writer’s Notebook. The first full draft, the final draft, and a possible subsequent revision and reflection must all be submitted to turnitin.com by 8:00 am on the due date.
