Goal: 
Write a critical response to text (The Book Thief or Salvaged Pages)that explores the way the text serves as both a window and a mirror to help us better understand the horrors of the Holocaust.  
Role: 
Literary Scholar
Audience: Teacher, peers, and *One Book, One Chicago Committee
Situation: English class: You will present your introduction and an effective body paragraph to the class.
*Hypothetical situation: The Chicago Public Library and members of the One Book, One Chicago Committee are considering The Book Thief – or- Salvaged Pages as a possible text and have asked for student recommendations. Write a critical response that explains why you chose this particular text to read and why you would recommend this text for One Book, One Chicago. Incorporate Facing History and Ourselves ideas and vocabulary to illustrate the value of the text. 

It is your job to show that this text serves as both a window to see the world and understand the horrors of the Holocaust, the way that “single stories” perpetuate injustice (membership, perpetrators, bystanders) as well as a mirror that reflects our own behavior (identity, community, choices).
Product: Minimum five paragraph critical response to text that incorporates at least 4 Facing History and Ourselves ideas~vocabulary (see model essay provided) 
Standards: Typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font. Substantial body paragraphs cite evidence from the text and provide in-depth analysis to support position. Essay incorporates at least 4 Facing History and Ourselves ideas~vocabulary to make your case.
